STEP 4: Attach Top Panel

Once you have all the bolts in for this
step, you may tighten all of the bolts
for this step and all previous ones.

STEP 5: Attach Top Door Panel

At this stage you will be
bolting the Piano hinge into

both the top panel and top
door panel.

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STEP 6: Attach Front Door Panel @ﬁ

Not every bolt hole here must
be used. It is reccomended to
use a fastener at every other
bolt hole.

STEP 8: Attach Riser Blocks

Check that the orientation of the riser
blocks is correct by orienting the side of
the part with the hole as cirlced in blue.

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STEP 9: Assemble Tool Holder @g

Make sure that the small nub under the lip
of the tool cup keys into the notch in the
sheet metal rack.
